Chemistry Syllabus

Course Description:

Chemistry is a full year course devoted to the study of elements, periodic, table, and chemical reactions.  
Textbook:

In Chemistry, we will be using a Holt Chemistry textbook plus various other resources to best meet the Michigan Chemistry Standards.  Due to the amount of information and materials, the textbook may not be covered in its entirety.  Students will further their scientific understanding through investigations, projects, labs, and readings.  
Course Objectives:

1.  The student will grow in their faith in Jesus Christ and apply that faith to discussing and learning about Chemistry.

2. The students will be able to discuss the concepts of matter and energy.

3. The students will be able to model the structure of an atom and electron configuration.

4. The students will understand the trends on the periodic table.

5. The students will be able to define ionic and covalent bond and model the process.

6. The students will be able to balance chemical equations.

7. The students will be able to use stoichiometry.
8. The student will be able to use the scientific method to conduct laboratory investigations and write lab reports. 
Assessments:

1. Notebook- All notes, handouts, assignments, tests/quizzes, and labs will be organized in a 3-ring binder.  The binder will be checked throughout the year for points.

2. Lab Investigations- You will receive points based on participation, neatness, accuracy, and the lab report.
3. Quizzes- Some quizzes will be announced the day before the quiz and some will be “pop” quizzes.
4. Projects/Activities- Several projects will be assigned throughout the year.  Grading for projects will be discussed when projects are assigned.

5. Tests- Tests will be based on material discussed during class, projects, labs, assignments, and activities.
6. Homework Assignments/Readings

7. Moodle Discussion Posts- You will be assigned moodle discussion posts and assignments throughout the year.

Classroom Guidelines:
1. Follow all school rules and policies as outlined in the student handbook

2.  Be respectful!


- Be an active listener (listen and pay attention when someone else is speaking)


- Raise your hand to be recognized to speak


-  Never use putdowns


- Exercise self-discipline


-Show the same respect to others that you wish to receive

3.  Be responsible


-Complete all assignments and turn them in on time (see handbook for homework policy)


-Make restroom, locker, and water fountain visits before class begins.
4. All students will be expected to come to class prepared and ready to participate in class activities
Laboratory Safety Guidelines:

1.  Follow all laboratory safety rules.

2.  Lab equipment /chemicals that are set out are not to be touched until instructed.

3. Lab tables and desk tops are not chairs.

4.  Lab work will not start until instructed to do so.

5. Follow all written and verbal instructions CAREFULLY.  If you do not understand the instructions, ask for clarification.  
6. "Horseplay”, goofing around and deliberate abuse of equipment or materials will never be tolerated (it doesn’t matter what the lab materials are). Keep work areas clean during the experiment and ALWAYS clean up your area before you leave the lab.  Unauthorized experiments are never allowed.  

7. Always wear safety equipment such as safety goggles and aprons when needed.  The lab instructions will clarify what safety equipment is needed for the lab.

8.  Report all accidents, spills and breakages to the teacher IMMEDIATELY and wait for further instructions from the teacher.  DO NOT clean up accidents, spills, or breakages, TELL THE TEACHER.  

9.  Report all injuries, no matter how minor, to your teacher IMMEDIATELY.  
10.  You and your lab group are responsible for the equipment at your lab station.  Please notify the teacher if anything is missing or broken.

Classroom Procedures:  

1.  When entering the classroom

-Be on time.  You are to be in your seat before the time class is to start or you are TARDY.

-Go directly to your desk

-Have materials ready for class (sharpen pencils, set out notebook…)

-Check the board for directions on what you are supposed to do

-Check the board for the day’s schedule

-Make sure that your cell phone is off and out of sight

-You will need to take your backpack to each class with you.  

-Make sure that you have all or your classroom supplies in your backpack.  You will not be allowed to leave the classroom to get your supplies (books, colored pencils, paper, etc.)

-Take your computer to every class with you.  It must be charged before you get to school.


- You need to charge devices at home each night and be ready for use the next day. 

2. Leaving seat

-Please raise your hand if you need to leave your desk for any reason.

3.  Cell phones
-Cell phones are to be off and out of sight

-When a cell phone rings or vibrates it will be given to the instructor

-The instructor will give the phone to the office where the student can pick it up at the end of the day

4.  Hats

-Hats are not to be worn or carried into the classroom

5.  Food and Beverages

-No food is permitted in the classroom or lab

6. Absent Students - Make up work is your responsibility.  

-You will be allowed one make-up day for each day missed.    

-If a test is announced in advance and you miss the review day before the exam, you will still be required to take the test on the scheduled date.

-Alternative assignments may be given in place of lab work.  
-On tests and quizzes you are responsible for all items missed while you were absent (labs, notes, etc.).

8. Procedure for homework/assignments/projects

-Put your name, date, class period, and name of assignment at the top of all assignments, including digital assignments

-Complete all assignments and turn them in on time

-The instructor will collect all assignments and check Moodle at the beginning of class.  There is no turn-in tray for this class.

-All digital assignments must be sent to the instructor BEFORE the start of class.  This includes complete Moodle assignments.  I will check Moodle at the beginning of class for assignments.  If the assignment is not posted in Moodle before the start of class it will be considered late and will be worth 50% credit.  After one day late, assignments will receive a zero.
9. Chemistry class is for chemistry work only

-You are only allowed to do other work in class if given permission by the teacher – which will not happen often.

-If you are caught doing work other than science without permission the paper will be confiscated and generally not returned.

10. Extra Credit
-Extra points are occasionally available on daily work, quizzes, tests, and projects.  Watch for them! 

-Do not ask for additional extra credit because you have not been doing homework, have low test scores or a low grade.  
11. Moodle
-This class will use Moodle which is a class website that will allow students to communicate, collaborate, watch videos and power point presentations, complete assignments, and view classroom resources.

-You will be required to set-up your Moodle account, and check it on a regular basis.

-Most assignments are posted to Moodle.

-Assignments that are posted to Moodle will be graded.

       11. Face Masks
