	F.  The highest academic degree awarded by a college or university for advanced graduate study.

	7. Education Development Plan
	G.  A college diploma indicating completion of two years of college study at a community/junior college. 

	8. Labor Market Information (LMI)
	H.  A degree usually signifying concentration of studies in the humanities, languages, literature, social studies, etc. – a four year program

	I. The variety of information associated with the supply and demand for workers such as:  labor force, employment, unemployment, industries, occupations, skills, and wages.

	J.  An on-going record of the educational and career planning steps a

student should take to achieve their career goal.



	11. Occupational Forecast
	K.  Useful information about an occupation such as:  typical hours worked, the workplace environment, physical activities and susceptibility to injury, special equipment, and the extent of travel required.

	12. Undergraduate
	L.  A document awarded to (a person) attesting to the completion of a course of study or the passing of a qualifying examination.



	13. Working conditions
	M. A report that can be used to identify occupations that are expected to expand and those that are anticipated to decline. The data also shows the number of annual job openings resulting from new jobs and the need to replace current workers. 

	14. Doctorate
	N. A  formal document giving permission from a governmental or other constituted authority to do something, as to carry on some business or profession.

	15. Career Technical Education (CTE)
	O. A program of study that involves a multiyear sequence of courses integrating core academic knowledge with technical and occupational knowledge providing high school students with a seamless pathway to postsecondary education and careers. 
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
